How is the training delivered?

The content is delivered through blended 
learning.

Department for Education-funded 
scholarships are available for those 50% 
of schools with the highest proportion 
of students who attract pupil premium 
funding in England. 

Funding is also available for early 
years settings identified as having high 
disadvantage.
